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I. INTRODUCTION 35 

This matter arises from a sua sponte submission filed by three committees, Salazar for 36 

Congress and Les Williamson in his official capacity as treasurer, Freedom Force PAC and Les 37 

Williamson in his official capacity as treasurer, and Salazar Victory Committee and Les 38 

Williamson in his official capacity as treasurer (the “Committees”), describing a variety of 39 

reporting errors that occurred in the first half of 2021, in violation of the Federal Election 40 

Campaign Act of 1971, as amended (the “Act”).  The sua sponte submission, as well as 41 
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subsequent supplements and exhibits, describe hundreds of individual errors in the Committees’ 1 

reporting of receipts, disbursements, transfers, joint fundraising, and cash on hand.  They also 2 

include the mistaken depositing of checks made payable to Salazar Victory Committee or 3 

Freedom Force PAC into Salazar for Congress’s depository account.  In total, the sua sponte 4 

submission discloses over $2,000,000 in reporting errors.  The Committees attribute the errors to 5 

their former treasurer, Nancy Marks, who all three Committees hired in late 2020.  The 6 

Committees represent that they replaced Marks in July of 2021 after having difficulties 7 

communicating with her.  They subsequently discovered the errors described below, alerted the 8 

Commission, and have amended their reports. 9 

As described in further detail below, based on the Committees’ sua sponte submission, 10 

supplements, accompanying exhibits, and amended reports, as well as discussions with 11 

Williamson and counsel for the Committees, we recommend that the Commission open a MUR 12 

and find reason to believe that the Committees violated 52 U.S.C. § 30104(b) and 11 C.F.R. 13 

§ 104.3 by filing inaccurate reports with the Commission.  We further recommend that the 14 

Commission find reason to believe that Salazar Victory Committee and Freedom Force PAC 15 

violated 52 U.S.C. § 30102(h) and 11 C.F.R. § 103.3 by failing to deposit contributions into its 16 

depository account.  We recommend that the Commission enter into pre-probable cause 17 

conciliation with the Committees to resolve these violations. 18 
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II. FACTUAL BACKGROUND 1 

Salazar for Congress is the authorized campaign committee of Representative Maria E. 2 

Salazar.1  Freedom Force PAC is Salazar’s leadership PAC.2  Salazar Victory Committee is her 3 

joint fundraising committee.3  Les Williamson is the treasurer of all three Committees.4 4 

Salazar for Congress submitted an initial sua sponte submission on September 7, 2021, 5 

stating that it had identified certain errors relating to two reports it filed in 2021 and that it would 6 

submit a supplement to its submission after further internal review conducted by Williamson.5  7 

All three Committees then jointly filed a supplement to the sua sponte submission on 8 

October 18, 2021, which they amended on March 22, 2022.6  The Committees each amended the 9 

affected reports to correct the errors identified thus far.7  We met with Williamson to resolve 10 

outstanding questions we had regarding the Committees’ submissions and requested additional 11 

information to complete the record.8  The Committees have been cooperative in discussing the 12 

details of the exhibits to their submission, providing written policies and procedures, and 13 

amending their submission to address our outstanding questions.

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provided a series of Excel sheets detailing the results of their internal audit, their new written 1 

policies and procedures, and to date, have provided agreements tolling the statute of limitations 2 

for 360 days.10  The information provided is sufficient to address the Committee’s violations of 3 

the Act and Commission regulations, as detailed below.   4 

The reporting errors identified by the sua sponte submissions occurred over a 7-month 5 

period between January and July 2021.11  According to the submissions, these errors were 6 

committed by the treasurer, Nancy Marks, hired by all three Committees in mid-January, 2021.12  7 

The Committees represent that they decided to dismiss Marks in June 2021, after she had been 8 

unresponsive to their requests for information and draft reports.13  Marks filed July quarterly 9 

reports for the Committees, purportedly without giving other staff at the Committees an 10 

opportunity to review the reports, and then was replaced by their current treasurer, Les 11 

Williamson.14  The Committees also contend that their sua sponte submission and amendments 12 

to their prior reports were delayed because it was difficult to obtain their files and account access 13 

from Marks, who, they represent, did not provide this information until August 11, 2021.15 14 

The Committees in their supplemental sua sponte have disclosed a variety of different 15 

errors, which are summarized below.

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errors, as reflected in the sua sponte submissions themselves as well as the exhibits included with 1 

the submissions:16 2 

• Unreported contributions, disbursements, and transfers; 3 
• Duplicate reporting of contributions, disbursements, and loan repayments; 4 
• Incorrect reporting of contribution information, including the source, date, and 5 

amount; 6 
• Incorrect reporting of disbursement information, including the amount, date, and 7 

ultimate payee; 8 
• Failing to designate contributions between the primary and general election; 9 
• Failing to properly report joint contributions and transfers; 10 
• Incorrect reporting of transfers and disbursements that did not occur; 11 
• Reporting contributions received when they were in fact mis-deposited and should 12 

have been deposited into the account of another of the Committees; and 13 
• Depositing checks made payable to Salazar Victory Committee or Freedom Force 14 

PAC into Salazar for Congress’s account.17  15 

Freedom Force PAC disclosed the following categories of errors: 16 

• Incorrect reporting of transfers; 17 
• Failing to report contributions — including those that had been mis-deposited into 18 

Salazar for Congress’s account — and disbursements; 19 
• Reporting disbursements not made by Freedom Force PAC; and 20 
• Incorrect reporting of information about disbursements, including by reporting 21 

disbursements not made by Freedom Force PAC, reporting disbursements not 22 
made during the reporting period, and incorrectly categorizing disbursements. 23 

Salazar Victory Committee disclosed the following categories of errors: 24 

• Failing to provide attribution information for contributors that exceeded the 25 
itemization threshold; 26

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• Failing to indicate in the memo text that the contributions were earmarked 1 
through the website WinRed; 2 

• Contributions incorrectly reported as conduit contributions; 3 
• Failing to report various disbursements for fees and expenses; and 4 
• Incorrect reporting of transfers from Salazar Victory Committee to the other 5 

Committees. 6 

These individual errors also caused the Committees to misreport their cash on hand in the 7 

relevant reports.18  The below chart reflects the total amounts in violation with respect to the 8 

errors identified by the Committees in exhibits filed with their submissions: 9

The Committees 6 

have also provided their training and compliance manual, developed after Williamson became 7 

treasurer, which includes instructions for proper processing of receipts and bank reconciliation, 8 

provides the recordkeeping requirements and internal controls guidance from the Commission’s 9 

Best Practices guide, as well as information on contribution limits, prohibited contributions, and 10 

required disclaimers.26 11 

III. LEGAL ANALYSIS 12 

A. The Commission Should Find Reason to Believe that the Committees Failed 13 
to Accurately Report Their Receipts, Disbursements, Cash on Hand, and 14 
Debts 15 

The Act and Commission regulations require treasurers to file reports disclosing, among 16 

other things the amount of cash-on-hand at the beginning of each reporting period; the total 17 

amount of receipts for the reporting period and for the calendar year; and the total amount of 18 

disbursements for the reporting period and for the calendar year.27  For each receipt or 19 

disbursement exceeding $200, the committee must report the source, date, and amount of each 20

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receipt and the ultimate payee, purpose, amount, and date of each disbursement.28  Committees 1 

must also disclose the amount and nature of any outstanding debts and obligations.29   2 

The Committees have acknowledged a large variety of reporting errors made in their first 3 

and second quarter reports for 2021.  As outlined above, these include failing to report and mis-4 

report contributions received, disbursements, and transfers.30  In total, the Committees have 5 

disclosed nearly 700 individual errors regarding receipts, disbursements, and debts totaling over 6 

$2,000,000.31  More specifically, Salazar for Congress disclosed $563,114.24 in errors in its 7 

2021 April Quarterly Report and $930,066.16 in errors in its 2021 July Quarterly Report; 8 

Freedom Force PAC disclosed $12,200.00 in errors in its 2021 April Quarterly Report and 9 

$23,771.71 in errors in its 2021 July Quarterly Report; and Salazar Victory Committee disclosed 10 

$246,480.60 in errors in its 2021 April Quarterly Report and $264,393.35 in errors in its 2021 11 

July Quarterly Report.32  These errors also resulted in the Committees misreporting their cash on 12 

hand in the relevant reports.33  Accordingly, we recommend that the Commission open a MUR 13 

and find reason to believe the Committees violated 52 U.S.C. § 30104(b) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.3.   14 

B. The Commission Should Find Reason to Believe that the Committees Failed 15 
to Properly Deposit Contributions into Their Depository Accounts 16 

The Act requires a committee to establish and maintain one or more depository accounts 17 

into which its receipts are deposited.34  $92,950 in checks made payable to Salazar Victory 18

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Committee and $10,000 in checks made payable to Freedom Force PAC were not deposited into 1 

those committees’ depository accounts and were instead deposited into Salazar for Congress’s 2 

account.35  We therefore recommend that the Commission find reason to believe that Salazar 3 

Victory Committee and Freedom Force PAC violated 52 U.S.C. § 30102(h) and 11 C.F.R. 4 

§ 103.3 by failing to deposit contributions into their respective depository accounts. 5

• Incorrect reporting of disbursement information, including the amount, date, and 3 
ultimate payee; 4 

• Failing to designate contributions between the primary and general election; 5 
• Failing to properly report joint contributions and transfers; 6 
• Incorrect reporting of transfers and disbursements that did not occur; 7 
• Reporting contributions received when they were in fact mis-deposited and should 8 

have been deposited into the account of another of the Committees; and 9 
• Depositing checks made payable to Salazar Victory Committee or Freedom Force 10 

PAC into Salazar for Congress’s account.14  11 

Freedom Force PAC disclosed the following categories of errors: 12 

• Incorrect reporting of transfers; 13 
• Failing to report contributions — including those that had been mis-deposited into 14 

Salazar for Congress’s account — and disbursements; 15 
• Reporting disbursements not made by Freedom Force PAC; and 16 
• Incorrect reporting of information about disbursements, including by reporting 17 

disbursements not made by Freedom Force PAC, reporting disbursements not 18 
made during the reporting period, and incorrectly categorizing disbursements. 19 

Salazar Victory Committee disclosed the following categories of errors: 20 

• Failing to provide attribution information for contributors that exceeded the 21 
itemization threshold; 22 

• Failing to indicate in the memo text that the contributions were earmarked 23 
through the website WinRed; 24 

• Contributions incorrectly reported as conduit contributions; 25 
• Failing to report various disbursements for fees and expenses; and 26 
• Incorrect reporting of transfers from Salazar Victory Committee to the other 27 

Committees. 28

relevant reports.15  The below chart reflects the total amounts in violation with respect to the 2

The sua sponte submissions also describe additional practices implemented by the 1 

Committees’ new treasurer, Williamson.  These include daily review of bank accounts to ensure 2 

all transactions are recorded in a compliance database and QuickBooks and a monthly 3 

reconciliation of the bank account records and these two files.21  According to the submission, 4 

Williamson also deposits and records all non-direct-mail check contributions and records online 5 

contributions within one day of receipt and direct mail receipts every month.22  The Committees 6 

have also provided their training and compliance manual, developed after Williamson became 7 

treasurer, which includes instructions for proper processing of receipts and bank reconciliation, 8 

provides the recordkeeping requirements and internal controls guidance from the Commission’s 9 

Best Practices guide, as well as information on contribution limits, prohibited contributions, and 10 

required disclaimers.23 11 

III. LEGAL ANALYSIS 12 

A. The Commission Finds Reason to Believe that the Committees Failed to 13 
Accurately Report Their Receipts, Disbursements, Cash on Hand, and Debts 14 

The Act and Commission regulations require treasurers to file reports disclosing, among 15 

other things the amount of cash-on-hand at the beginning of each reporting period; the total 16 

amount of receipts for the reporting period and for the calendar year; and the total amount of 17

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disbursements for the reporting period and for the calendar year.24  For each receipt or 1 

disbursement exceeding $200, the committee must report the source, date, and amount of each 2 

receipt and the ultimate payee, purpose, amount, and date of each disbursement.25  Committees 3 

must also disclose the amount and nature of any outstanding debts and obligations.26   4 

The Committees have acknowledged a large variety of reporting errors made in their first 5 

and second quarter reports for 2021.  As outlined above, these include failing to report and mis-6 

report contributions received, disbursements, and transfers.27  In total, the Committees have 7 

disclosed nearly 700 individual errors regarding receipts, disbursements, and debts totaling over 8 

$2,000,000.28  More specifically, Salazar for Congress disclosed $563,114.24 in errors in its 9 

2021 April Quarterly Report and $930,066.16 in errors in its 2021 July Quarterly Report; 10 

Freedom Force PAC disclosed $12,200.00 in errors in its 2021 April Quarterly Report and 11 

$23,771.71 in errors in its 2021 July Quarterly Report; and Salazar Victory Committee disclosed 12 

$246,480.60 in errors in its 2021 April Quarterly Report and $264,393.35 in errors in its 2021 13 

July Quarterly Report.29  These errors also resulted in the Committees misreporting their cash on 14 

hand in the relevant reports.30  Accordingly, The Commission finds reason to believe the 15 

Committees violated 52 U.S.C. § 30104(b) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.3.   16

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B. The Commission Finds Reason to Believe that the Committees Failed to 1 
Properly Deposit Contributions into Their Depository Accounts 2 

The Act requires a committee to establish and maintain one or more depository accounts 3 

into which its receipts are deposited.31  $92,950 in checks made payable to Salazar Victory 4 

Committee and $10,000 in checks made payable to Freedom Force PAC were not deposited into 5 

those committees’ depository accounts and were instead deposited into Salazar for Congress’s 6 

account.32  The Commission therefore finds reason to believe that Salazar Victory Committee 7 

and Freedom Force PAC violated 52 U.S.C. § 30102(h) and 11 C.F.R. § 103.3 by failing to 8 

deposit contributions into their respective depository accounts. 9
